advance directly to the Quarter-
Finals, Semi-Finals and Finals in
elimination games.

Greece have automatic qualifica-

tions for Athens 2004, all the other
teams have qualified through their
continental championships during
2003. The remaining 4 teams will
qualify at the continental cham-
pionships of FIBA-Asia (3 teams
qualify for Athens 2004) to be play-
ed January 13 -19, 2004 in Sendai,
Japan and FIBA-Africa (1 team
qualifies for Athens 2004) to be
played December 18 - 28, 2003 in
Nampula, Maputo, Mozambique.

With this
decision, FIBA reacted to the
improved level of play on a global
level and the fact that basketball is
the most widespread indoor team
sport around the world.

First time wild cards
Most countries will qualify through
the 5 continental championships in
summer 2005, but 4 countries will
receive a wild card based on a cer-
tain criteria. The wild card system
is the first of its kind to be used at
a FIBA World Championship. 

16 teams from 5 continents will be
able to join that celebration of
women’s basketball and get a
taste of the excitement and enthu-
siasm of Brazilian fans. Like for
the Men’s the countries will have
to earn their ticket to Brazil at the
championships of FIBA Asia, FIBA
Africa, FIBA Europe, FIBA Oce-
ania and FIBA Americas in 2005.

For one team, there will be a
special task, after the disappoin-
ting sixth place in Indianapolis, the
USA will try everything the regain
the position as the dominating
basketball power over the past 5
decades.

It’s the first time that the country of the rising sun is hosting a
championship of this magnitude.

Who could be a better host for the elite women’s tournament in the
world? Brazil – a country which is basketball crazy and has a long stan-
ding tradition for the game and an endless list of international titles and
successes at World Championships and Olympics: Brazil – the land of
Hortencia and Paula, the land of passion and pride, the land of Samba
and carnival.
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FIBA Central Board met for its fourth session of the
2002 until 2006 term of office on November 8-9, 2003 in
Madrid, Spain.

Several topics were on the agenda for discussion,
there were new rule changes specifically regarding a
smaller ball for women’s basketball and new regula-
tions concerning player uniforms. The Diamond Ball
for Men will be hosted by Serbia & Montenegro in
Belgrade shortly before the Olympics in 2004. Parti-
cipating countries are: Angola, Argentina, Australia,
China, Lithuania, Serbia & Montenegro. The date for
this invitational tournament has been set for the 31st
of July to the 3rd August 2004. The Diamond Ball for
Women will be hosted by the Hellenic Basketball
Federation and will take place in Iráklion, Greece. 

The newly created Basketball Federation of Iraq
has been recognized by the FIBA Central Board upon
the recommendation of the International Olympic
Committee. In that context, the FIBA Central Board
has decided to allocate technical help to the national
federations of Afghanistan, East Timor, and Iraq.

The countries and national federations, who are inter-
ested to bid, must send a letter of intent to FIBA
before 31st January 2004.  Consequently, those coun-
tries will receive the complete bidding documents.
A formal candidature by each interested country must
reach FIBA before the 31st July 2004. 

A FIBA evaluation commission will then visit the
bidding countries between 1st September and 31st
October 2004. A report from the visits by the FIBA eva-
luation commission will be given to the Central Board,
who will take a final decision in November 2004.

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FIBA Order of Merit for 
Ernesto Segura de Luna and Al Ramsay

The FIBA Order of Merit has been awarded
to two key persons in the basketball world. 

In honour of his long time service to basket-
ball, the President of the Spanish Basketball
Federation Mr. Ernesto Segura de Luna was
awarded the highest award, the FIBA Order
of Merit by FIBA President Carl Men Ky
Ching and FIBA Secretary General Mr.
Patrick Baumann. Upon receiving the
award, Mr. Segura de Luna stated, ”I am
very honoured. This comes as a big surprise
to me, I have been involved in national and

international basketball
since 1972 and this is
also recognition for my
contribution to Spanish
Basketball.” 

Al Ramsay of
Charlesworth
Bay was awar-
ded the Order
of Merit by the
International Basketball Federation (FIBA) in
recognition of his services to the sport over
more than 45 years. Following a meeting of
the FIBA Central Board in Madrid, Spain, last
November, Secretary General Patrick Bau-
mann, requested FIBA Oceania's Steve
Smith to present the Order of Merit to Al
Ramsay on behalf of FIBA. 

"I want to win a gold medal in
Athens” When asked at the
FIBA Women’s World Cup what
she wanted to accomplish in
2004 Sheryl Swoopes commen-
ted, ”To win the gold medal in
Athens, no doubt. I have been
asked by USA Basketball to join the core
team of 7 players, which has recently been
announced, but I could not make a commit-
ment at that time. I have a 6-year old son
and I am a single mother. But I love to play
at the Olympics, the world has become so
much better, there are so many good teams
now: the European teams, Brazil, Australia,
China, and Korea. Everybody has his own
style and it will be very competitive and the
USA will always be the hunted one.” 

Pau Gasol (ESP), the team lea-
der of the Spanish quest for
glory at the Olympics in Athens,
stated on the incredibly strong
competition expected, ”It'll be
hard to beat the US. But the level
of the other teams is increasing.
Nobody is afraid of the US anymore becau-
se a lot of international players are in the
NBA now and play against the US players
every night. I think there are 5 or 6 teams
that can compete for a medal. A lot of little
things will make the difference. I think you
will see teams like Lithuania, Serbia &
Montenegro, Argentina and Greece.”
