INDIVIDUAL HONORARY REFEREE PROCEDURE

The data of each FIBA Honorary Referee are kept in FIBA Computerised Information System called FIBA New
Applications (FNA).

Those data are constantly updated either by entering the data for the newly licenced FIBA Honorary Referee or for
any changes which needs an updating (change of the address, tel. or e-mail address etc).

1. Each national federation has the right to propose candidates for the title FIBA Honorary Referee in accordance
with the FIBA Internal Regulations governing the FIBA Referees, Art. 7.7. - FIBA Honorary Referees. The proposal
must be accompanied by the following documents:

. Individual Honorary Referee Information Form (IHRIF).
= One (1) colour passport size photo, having the name of the person written on the reverse side of the
photo.

= A copy of passport.

Short baskethall curriculum vitae (maximum 3 pages)
In order to facilitate the procedure, each honorary referee is invited to complete IHRIF already at home before
sending it to the national federation.

2. Each FIBA Honorary Referee is requested to provide FIBA with any type of the changes of the data at the original
IHRIF.
